Topic: Repetition  

	 	 	 	  
January 11, 2022 - 
Cynthia L. Keith is a native Washingtonian. Her love of photography started 
in a journalism class at Walt Whitman High School and over the years has led 
her to scenic locations from Alaska to Maine in search of landscape images. 
Her specialty is garden landscape photography, a marriage of her vision for 
the grand landscape and intimate flower portraits. 

Cynthia has been a member of the North Bethesda Camera Club since 1992 
where she has exhibited, participated in numerous presentations and served on 
multiple committees. She is a Certified Judge by the Maryland Photography 
Alliance and a frequent judge at camera clubs in the greater Washington area. 
Outside of photography, she has a BA in Music and an MBA from the 
University of Maryland and holds the Chartered Financial Analyst 
designation. Cynthia has worked for several financial firms in the Washington, 
DC area during her career as an investment manager. 
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January- Repetition- Pictures in which an element or a theme is repeated within the frame.  The 
objects or actions that are repeated should be identical or sufficiently nearly identical such that the 
sense of a repeating activity, pattern, or object is central to the photo. Examples might include 
architectural elements (such as an Islamic screen), formal gardens with repeating structures, 
abstracts, or even human activities (such as two people engaged in a very similar action at the same 
time).  The repeating element must be the subject of the image. 

February-Love - Images that bring to mind or demonstrate love in any of its expressions.  For 
example:  romantic love, brotherly or sisterly love, love of country, love of money, love of (or 
among) animals, and so forth.  Be creative and have fun! 

March - Selective Focus - Pictures in which the viewer’s attention is directed to a primary focal 
point within the image.  This is usually accomplished by separating the primary subject from its 
background or surroundings, as in using shallow depth of field so that only the main subject is 
rendered in sharp focus. 

April - Abstract - Qualified entries are non-representational. They may cover any subject matter; 
any technique or techniques may be used in their creation. The main emphasis is on pattern, 
texture, tone, form, color, etc. However, abstracts may contain identifiable subject matter as a 
minor element. An abstract image may be “found”, like a certain paving pattern, or “created,” like 
smoke wisps or light painting. 

May - Wide Angle -  Images that have a wider view (roughly 65 degrees or more) than our normal 
view (roughly 50 degrees). Technically, images taken with lenses with focal lengths less than 50 
mm for 35 mm cameras or the equivalent lenses for other formats and sensors.

Scheduled April 2022; $5,000 in Cash Prizes Awarded 

The Allegany Arts Council will sponsor the 8th annual Allegany National 
Photography Competition and Exhibition (ANPCE) April 2 - 23, 2022. 

The juried show offers $5,000 in prize money, including $1,500 for Best of Show. 
It also offers the opportunity for photographers to exhibit their work in the show’s 
digital gallery and at the Arts Council’s modern galleries, located in the heart of 
historic downtown Cumberland, MD. 

The deadline for entries (using the CAFÉ online system) is Friday, February 11, 

2022. Photographers may submit a maximum of six (6) entries in three (3) 
categories.  

Competition categories are Color, Monochrome, and Photography as Sculpture/
Mixed Media (multi-dimensional). The latter category is dedicated to three-
dimensional, multi-media installations that are fundamentally photography-based.

All artwork must be for sale and must have been created by the submitting artist 
within the past three (3) years. 

The 2022 ANPCE juror is David Oresick, Executive Director and Chief Curator of 
the Silver Eye Center for Photography in Pittsburgh, PA. Silver Eye’s programs are 
dedicated to supporting work from emerging, mid-career, and under-recognized 
photographers. 

This past year, the ANPCE attracted 827 entries from 41 states and the District of 
Columbia. Some 70 works from 58 artists were selected for the exhibit.

Hiro passed away in August 2021 at the age of 90.  He came to the United States in 1954.  He studied 
photography in New York City, apprenticed for a short time to Richard Avedon (#3, Feb. 2013), then 
quickly launched his career as a fashion photographer, working for Harper’s Bazaar, Vogue, and other 
magazines.

According to the Wikipedia entry: 
Surreal and unique, Hiro's photographs are noted for their elegance and clean 
appearance.  He uses uncommon lighting, the juxtaposition of unexpected elements 

[emphasis mine], and his particular use of color.

The Getty Museum recently purchased fourteen of the artist’s iconic prints, and we spoke with 
curator Paul Martineau about the acquisition. 
Did he tell you any of the stories behind the images?  

He told me one about the gorgeous photo Maria Beadeux, of the lips with the smoke coming out 
of the mouth. When he was a child in Shanghai, he would pass by the opium dens — which 
were on the second floor of the buildings — but they would have a mirror so that you could see 
what was going on upstairs where people were lying down smoking. He wanted to capture that 
feeling of sensuality, of the smoke coming from the woman’s mouth, so he taught the model 
how to let the smoke kind of linger. When I first saw that photo, I assumed it had been 
manipulated in the studio because it just looked so perfect. 

Hiro leaves us and leaves behind a record of some of the most fabulously inventive photographs ever taken—he 
said, in the same interview as above, that when he was an apprentice at Harper’s, Art Director Alexey Brodovitch 
told him, “If you look through the viewfinder and you see something you’ve seen before, don’t bother to click the 
shutter.”  Hiro clearly took this instruction to heart.

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	February-Love - Images that bring to mind or demonstrate love in any of its expressions.  For example:  romantic love, brotherly or sisterly love, love of country, love of money, love of (or among) animals, and so forth.  Be creative and have fun!
	March - Selective Focus - Pictures in which the viewer’s attention is directed to a primary focal point within the image.  This is usually accomplished by separating the primary subject from its background or surroundings, as in using shallow depth of field so that only the main subject is rendered in sharp focus.
	April - Abstract - Qualified entries are non-representational. They may cover any subject matter; any technique or techniques may be used in their creation. The main emphasis is on pattern, texture, tone, form, color, etc. However, abstracts may contain identifiable subject matter as a minor element. An abstract image may be “found”, like a certain paving pattern, or “created,” like smoke wisps or light painting.
	May - Wide Angle -  Images that have a wider view (roughly 65 degrees or more) than our normal view (roughly 50 degrees). Technically, images taken with lenses with focal lengths less than 50 mm for 35 mm cameras or the equivalent lenses for other formats and sensors.
